All
classroom work is informed by The Holy Bible, which students are
required to bring to class. In addition to regular classroom
learning, students are also engaged in practical service activities
within and beyond the college community.

How you are assessed

Students are required to complete one assessment task per term,
each designed to assist students in developing and demonstrating
competence in a range of useful research, study and presentation
skills. Through a variety of tasks, students will have opportunities
to: provide written, oral or visual extended responses to stimulus
materials, complete short answer questions in supervised
examination conditions, plan, implement and reflectively evaluate
practical projects and compile detailed investigative reports on
specific issues and topics. Students are encouraged to be creative
when present their work, selecting from such media as: journals,
art works, photographic or pictorial collages, leading a class or
school ritual/event or religious service, debates, interviews,
drama, dance and song.

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English

About the subject:

Year 10 offers three strands of English:

Advanced English: students achieving at a B level or above in year 9
Standard English: students achieving at a C level in Year 9
Differentiated English: students achieving below a C level in Year 9

While the unit focus and content remains the same, conditions and
texts are modified to match the ability level of each class. Student
responses in all classes will be matched to the Australian Curriculum
criteria and standards to award levels of Achievement.

By the end of Year 10:

Students analyse and evaluate texts and justify their interpretations
with relevant evidence. They listen for ways features within texts can
be manipulated to achieve particular effects.

Students develop their own style and select language features to
achieve precision and stylistic effect. They explain different viewpoints,
attitudes and perspectives through the development of logical
arguments.

Students create a wide range of texts to articulate complex ideas. They
make presentations and contribute actively to class and group
discussions, building on others' ideas, solving problems, justifying
opinions and developing and expanding arguments. They demonstrate
understanding of grammar, vary vocabulary choices for impact, and
accurately use spelling and punctuation when creating and editing
texts.

Learning mathematics creates opportunities for and enriches the
lives of all Australians. The Australian Curriculum: Mathematics
provides students with essential mathematical skills and knowledge
in Number and Algebra, Measurement and Geometry, and Statistics
and Probability. It develops the numeracy capabilities that all
students need in their personal, work and civic life, and provides the
fundamentals on which mathematical specialties and professional
applications of mathematics are built.

Mathematics focuses on developing increasingly sophisticated and
refined mathematical understanding, fluency, logical reasoning,
analytical thought and problem-solving skills. These capabilities
enable students to respond to familiar and unfamiliar situations by
employing mathematical strategies to make informed decisions and
solve problems efficiently.

Advanced Science: designed as a preparation for the academic
Science courses in Year 11 and 12, with a focus on developing
theoretical understanding and the manipulative skills required in
Authority Science subjects such as Chemistry and Physics.

About the subject

History is a disciplined process of inquiry into the past that
develops students' curiosity and imagination. Awareness of history
is an essential characteristic of any society, and historical
knowledge is fundamental to understanding ourselves and others.

Visual Art

About the subject

Learning in Visual Arts involves students making and responding to
artworks, drawing on the world as a source of ideas.

Through Visual Arts, students learn to reflect critically and develop their
own arts knowledge and preferences. They learn with growing
sophistication to express and communicate experiences through and
about visual arts.

Students consider viewpoints through making and responding to a
range of visual artworks both past and present from around the world.
They learn to critically analyse artworks and develop an understanding

from cultures around the world. Students engage with the knowledge
of visual arts, develop skills, techniqgues and processes, and use
various materials as they explore a range of forms, styles and contexts
and design and resolve their own artworks.

How you are assessed

Visual Art assessment is divided into two areas: Making and
Responding.

Making in Visual Arts involves students making representations of
their ideas and intended meanings in different forms. Students select
the visual effects they want to create through problem-solving and
making decisions. They develop knowledge, understanding and skills
as they learn and apply techniques and processes using materials to
achieve their intentions in two-dimensional (2D) and three-
dimensional (3D).

Responding in Visual Arts involves students responding to their own
and others artworks and appraising artworks through written analysis
and research.

Both Making and Responding involve developing practical and critical
understanding of how the artist uses an artwork to engage audiences
and communicate meaning.

Making could include painting, ceramics, craft, installation,
photography, digital media, and sculpture in various forms.
Responding could include written analysis, exam, and research
assignment. Term four includes an Experimental folio based on
Senior Syllabus structure.

Drama provides opportunities for students to create, reflect,
challenge, ritualise, critique and celebrate. Students are
encouraged to express and communicate understandings about
human issues and experiences through the enactment of real and
imagined events.

Teenage is a time of self-critique and instinctive research for new
ways of thinking. Bearing this in mind, the recently updated Australian
Languages Curriculum introduces new interesting ways of working
that focus on socialising, reflecting and investigating. Italian language
studies include opportunities for debate on culture and the role of Italy
and its language in Europe and in the global society.

In Year Ten, language structure also becomes more articulated:
students explore the use of past and future tenses needed for creating
recounts and discuss about future plans. Communication skills and
vocabulary knowledge are developed through more self-centered
tasks, such as expressing opinions, giving advice and offering
suggestions on popular contemporary topics.
