A MESSAGE FROM MR 
HEWITT
Last week in devotions we looked at King Josiah. Josiah became king of Judah 
when he was eight years old. Even at a young age, he dedicated his reign to 
instituting religious reforms which would bring the people of Judah back to 
the worship of God. He sought to rid the land of the pagan worship that had 
permeated the land throughout his father, Amon, and grandfather, Manasseh’s 
reign. This purge was increased in intensity after rediscovering and reading 
the books of the law found in the newly renovated temple of God. Josiah 
was remembered for his obedience to God. He was prepared to publically 
acknowledge sin, deal with it and take measures to ensure it didn’t return. 

We should be challenged by this approach. Are we prepared to adopt a similar 
process in our lives, including taking steps to avoid certain literature, watching 
certain programs and going to certain places in order to faithfully serve the Lord?
