Arrange building and contents insurance
(effective from settlement)
Book removalists or organise a moving trailer

Arrange internet connection
Update postal address with Australia Post
Notify your bank, employer and insurer of
your new address
Update your driver's licence and vehicle
registration
Organise childcare or pet care for moving
