Kaiser Wilhelm,
encouraging the Tsar against the Anglo-~Japanese
alliance, wrote on the 3%rd Janusry, 1904, that Russisa
must annex Korea and occupy Manchuria.

1914-1918: Japan, together with Britain and other Allies, fights
against Germany, realizing the dangerous Embltlﬂnﬁ
for world dominance by tth pPOWEDr .

1929-1958: Nazi anti-Japanese military missions in Chinas. General
von Falkenhausen was the best known of these German
officers opposing the Japanese in his capacity as
military adviser to General Chiang Kai Shek.

1939 In violation of the Anti-Comintern Pact, and without

consulting Japan, Hitler makes & non-aggression pact
with Russis.
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1941 Hitler attacks Russia, agein without notifying Japen 5
in advance.
