Training Units and Dep6ts have been established in which the training of reinforcements 1s carried
out until such time as they are passed to Infantry Base or other Dep6ts for absorption.

Light Horse.—One Training Squadron for each Light Horse Regiment, organised into a Training
Regiment for each Light Horse Brigade. For the present there will be one Training
Squadron at SALISBURY PLAIN for the 4th and 13th Light Horse Regiments (second
and first Anzac Corps Mounted Troops respectively).

Infantry.—One Training Company for each Battalion, organised into a Training Battalion
for each Infantry Brigade.

Artillery.—One Artillery Brigade consistirg of a Headquarters and Four Batteries.

Engineers.—One Training Company for the Engineers of each Division—organised into one
Battalion.

Signallers.,—One Training Company.

Army Service Corps.—One Training Depot organised in two Groups, viz.: (1) lransport,
(2) Supply.

Army Medieal Corps.—One Training Depdt.

Machine Gun Corps.—One Training Company for each Division organised in one Battalion.

The permanent Staff of Headquarters and of the Headquarters of Groups, will, as far as practicable,
be found from Officers and others who are unfit {or service at the {ront.

The permanent staff personncl of the Training Units will be appointed from and will be borne as
supernumerary to the establishment of the parent unit—they will take their turn for promotion i
such units as if they wero present with them.

Divisional Commanders are res»onsible that the Ofizers anl N.C.O.s of their respeactive training
battalions are maintained at fu'l establishment and where local establishments are not complete at
the present time, steps are to be taken for the vacancies to be filled at as early a date as possible.

Three of the Offic=rs of tha Parmanent Staff of each Training Battalion wll be changad in rotation

each month—this will ensure a constant flow of Officers from and to the parent Cnit and Depits
the old personnel remaining for cne month to enable the new personael to have one month’s training
at the necessary School of Instruction. These changes will be arranged direct between the G.O0.C.,
&.I,F. Depots in ENGLAND and the Division conecrned —notification of changes to be made to
A.A.G., ALF. First Anzac, for issne of nec:ssiry mo s authority from France and for pablication of
changes in Orders.

" Changes, as far as practicable, to be carried out on the first of each month.

Warrant and Non-Commissioned Officers will also be changed from time to time, the principle
being that no N.C.O. is to be changed except with the consent of the G.0.C. Depdts, unless he has
completed four months service with the DepOt, and hat no cne is permitted to remain for a longer
period than six months unless the approval of the G.O.C., A.LF., is first obtained.

In the interests of the Units, it is imperative that only those Officers and N.C.0.’s who are well
qualified instructors should be posted to Training Depots, and continual vigilance must be exercised to
counter the tendency to recommend for training, duty Officers who are below the average standard of
efficiency.

Officers Commanding Training Battalions, if not already of the rank of Major, will be granted
that rank temporarily while so commanding. This provision accentuates the necessity for sending
only thoroughly efficient officers to take up such appointments.

In the event of a parent unit being unable to furnish-its full quota of N.C.0.’s for the Training
Units, the G.0.C., A.LLF. Depbts may approve of. the promotion to Corporal .of qualified N.C.O.’s and
men of the Training Units, to complete the authorized establishment, will, in all such cases, immediately
inform the Division or other formation concerned.

The G.0.C., A.LF. Depdts may also approve of the grant of temporary higher rank to Warrant and
N.C.O.’s and men of the Permanent Staff provided such higher ranks are within the authorized estab-
lishment.
