I desire to express offiolally to all ranka of the
Augtralian Corps my sincere appreciation of their aplendid
viotory over the snomy on August 8th and the succeediiyz days.

The task that waz allotted to them depended largely
for its succeas on the siomont of girprisse. The care that
was taken prior to Augugh 8ch to camoufliage ths arrival of
the Canadian Corps interferad to some cxuvent with the
Australian Corps® diapnsitiona. In spite of thia and other
difficultieg, the aggonmnly of the Coimas, the distribution of
the tanks, and tho dispositlon of a large forue of heavy
and field artillery, were accomplishod by night without
attracting attention, h

From zoro onwards overything wont according to
programme and without a hitch. It was nu ordinary feat to
win all the objectives allotted, to effect a psenstration of
10 miles into the hoatilo position, and to roach the most
distant objective half an hour before scheduled timo. ot

| The threo points which I desire spocially to
eulogizo are (1) the splendid gallautry and drive of tho
infantry, (2) the thoroughnesssa:lpreczision of tho Staff ==
work of the Corps Divisions,; and Srigadog, and (3) the
skill and rapldity with which the motlile artillery woro
brought forward in close supporst of the infantry for the
attack of the more distant objectives.

I cffer my hearticst congratulations and warm
thanks to all ranks of the Australian Corps, though I feel
that whatever words I may use all Australians realize that
"Victory is her own reward'. It was a splendid performance
and as fine a feat of arms as any that even this war can -
