There 1s no news from HONGKONG itself,
UNITED STATES. Mr, Churchill is %o visit OTTOWA on Tuesday, when he will
address & combined session of the Canadian Houses of Parlisment, His
speech will be broadcast throughout the Empire, Yesterday Mr. Churchill
attended a meeting of the UNITED STLTES Cabinet. In the meantime, meetings
of the War Council in WASEINGTON are continuing. President Roosevelt ccn-
ferred yesterday with high British and imerican officisls on questicns of
supply., '
RUSSIA: Soviet troops have accounted for 6000 German officers arnd men in
the area to the South East of LENINGRAD, AL News Agency announced early
this morning that the German armies in this area had been ccmpletely cuted
and that 52 districts had been recaptured in the week ending Christmas Day.
In addition a huge quantity of war material has fallen into Russian hands.
On the MOSCOW front the Russlans have recaptured two more towns cf strategic
importance, They are KLLUGA and NARO-FOMINSK, situated appreximately south
west nf the capital, Important Russian successes are also announced in the
MOJAISK sector. The Commander of the Soviet Northern Fleet has revezaled
that during the first six months of the war, the Soviet Navy, fighting in
the Barents Sea, destroyed 42 German transports, 2 destroyers, 4 submarines
and o-:Aguxiliary vessels, ; : :
GERMANY. Dr Goebbels painted o vivid picture of the hardships endured by
the German soldiers in RUSSIA, snd said that Germans at home shculd think
of that plcture and stop grumbling about food queues and air raids.
NORTH AFRICL., The German General, Rommel, is attempting to withdraw the
main body of his retreating army under cover of a rearguard action: The re-
treat of the German troops is ggﬁceeding so rapidly that information is
difficult to obtaln, and it is possible that the maln body of the German
troops is now at 2 point 100 mile® South of BENGHASI, It is stated in
LONDON that the German and Italian forces seem to be separated. Six enemy
tanks have been destroyed by our armoured forees in the main battle area,
Our forces ere rounding up isolated ixie troops, and considerable quantities
of equipment have been captured. ALlready over 13,000 German and Italian
prisoners have reached EGYPT, and large numbers are still waiting to be
sent there,
