CLASSROOM TEACHER

THE PRIME PURPOSE OF THE POSITION

The Classroom Teacher is responsible for creating a positive and disciplined learning environment that
gives authentic witness to the four Edmund Rice Education Australia (EREA) Touchstones of Liberating
Education, Justice and Solidarity, Gospel Spirituality and Inclusive Community, both formally and informally,
in the classroom, during co-curricular activities and when interacting with students. In this way each student
will be challenged to grow in knowledge, faith and maturity according to his potential.

ORGANISATIONAL RELATIONSHIPS

The Classroom Teacher is appointed by the Principal and is responsible in the first instance to the relevant
Heads of Department, the Assistant Principal Learning and Teaching, the Deputy Principal and eventually
the Principal. The role holder will work collaboratively as part of a team.
