The Divisional Manager, City Planning and Sustainability, provided the information below.

2.
The concept of a regional Olympic Games proposal for South East Queensland was initially presented by the then Lord Mayor, Graham Quirk, in 2015 to the Council of Mayors (SEQ) Pty Ltd with a view to undertaking prefeasibility studies.

3.
Since the adoption of Olympic Agenda 2020 in December 2014, the International Olympic Committee (IOC) has focused on a range of policies and practical implementation measures which have:

· reduced the operational cost of the Olympic Games to the hosts

· reduced risk of burdening the host communities with venues which are not needed

· increased the focus of the Olympic Movement on sustainability practices across all areas of operations including the Olympic Games

· increased the IOC’s financial contribution to Games operations (at least US$1.8 billion for 2032) and in doing so ensure the Olympic Games at least break even (Organising Committee for the Olympic Games (OCOG) budget)

· enhanced the impacts of the Olympic Games through longer lead time of host selection and a strategic focus on legacy before and after the events (Olympic Games and Paralympic Games).

4.
In 2016, the Council of Mayors (SEQ) Pty Ltd released a prefeasibility study which confirmed the region’s capability of successfully bidding for an Olympic Games subject to further investigation and analysis. These further investigations were completed in early 2019 with the release of the SEQ People Mass Movement Study and a 2032 Olympic and Paralympic Games Feasibility Study, both of which were well received by industry, the media and the public. The Council of Mayors (SEQ) Pty Ltd sees the Olympic bid as a catalyst to deliver the infrastructure already identified as necessary to meet forecast growth in the region.

5.
In May 2019, the Australian Government committed up to $10 million for the development of a proposal for the Olympic Games of the XXXV Olympiad (Games). In December 2019, Premier Annastacia Palaszczuk committed the Queensland Government’s support to the proposal following the completion of its Value Proposition Assessment validating the findings of the Council of Mayors (SEQ) Pty Ltd feasibility studies.

6.
In January 2020, Council, together with the Council of Mayors (SEQ) Pty Ltd, the Australian Olympic Committee (AOC) and the Queensland Government, entered into the first stage of the Olympic election process—the Continuous Dialogue stage. The Continuous Dialogue stage is a non-binding discussion with the IOC about the prospects of hosting a Games of the Olympiad. Due to the impacts of the COVID‑19 pandemic, the Continuous Dialogue stage was temporarily placed on hold from May 2020. In September 2020, a Brisbane Master Plan and Transport Plan was provided to the IOC and discussions occurred with the IOC throughout late 2020 and early 2021. On 8 February 2021, all three levels of government confirmed their full support for the Brisbane 2032 Olympic and Paralympic Games Proposal.

7.
Throughout this process Council has supported the Council of Mayors (SEQ) Pty Ltd and the Queensland Government to prepare key information required for the proposal including the Venues Master Plan and has provided input to other feasibility documents as required, whilst adhering to confidentiality provisions required for this project.

8.
On 25 February 2021, the IOC Executive Board announced its support to enter into Targeted Dialogue for the Brisbane 2032 Olympic and Paralympic Games proposal. The decision of the IOC Executive Board to move the Brisbane 2032 Olympic and Paralympic Games proposal into Targeted Dialogue was based on:

· the advanced Games concept, which is fully aligned with the Olympic Agenda 2020 and using 80% to 90% existing or temporary venues

· the Venue Master Plan

· the favourable climate conditions for athletes in July and August

· Australia’s sporting success throughout the modern Olympic history and the last Olympic Games in Oceania being in Sydney 2000, which would see the Games returning to Australia 32 years later

· the existing and planned transport infrastructure and experience in traffic management, which can adequately meet the demands of the Games and were successfully implemented for the Commonwealth Games in 2018

· the strong public support and that of the private sector

· strong support from all three levels of government, as well as at the regional level. 

9.
The Brisbane 2032 Olympic and Paralympic Games proposal focuses on the reuse of existing facilities across South East Queensland to ensure the planning and staging of the Games remains cost neutral.

10.
As part of the Targeted Dialogue phase, the IOC requires Council, together with the Queensland Government and the AOC to:

· make representations about how the Games will be planned and staged;

· guarantee the availability of core venues and services necessary for the staging of the Games; and

· commit to enter into the Olympic Host Contract and associated contracts

which will become binding if the proposal is successful.

to meet the IOC's requirements in the Targeted Dialogue phase and to pursue the proposal generally, Council will be required to:

negotiate and commit to enter into agreements with the IOC, the AOC, the Queensland Government, and other entities,

which will become binding if the proposal is successful,

resolves to approve pursuing the election of Brisbane, Queensland as the Host City for the Games and resolves to approve Council taking all necessary steps required by the IOC, AOC, the Queensland Government, or any other entity to enable Brisbane, Queensland to host the Games including, but not limited to:

making representations in the Future Host Questionnaire, which will become binding if the proposal is successful;

making commitments in the IOC guarantees, which will become binding if the proposal is successful;

executing the Olympic Host Contract and associated contracts; and

entering into agreements with other government agencies in relation to indemnities and assurances for the benefit of Council; and

(ii) authorises the Chief Executive Officer, acting on advice from the Chief Legal Counsel, City Legal, City Administration and Governance, to negotiate and manage all contracts on Council’s behalf.
