Demographic Mapping


A demographic map is a way to show data on population characteristics by region or geographic area. A demographic map on the age of a population looks like this
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Each row corresponds to an age group, and its length is determined by the percentage of the population it accounts for. An age group with more people in it, will have a higher percentage.
