Executive Summary

Council is in receipt of an application for a Development Permit for Operational Works - Advertising Device to establish a billboard at Lot 1 RP 192585, 22-26 Anders Street, JIMBOOMBA,  QLD,  4280.

The proposed illuminated billboard is 12.66m x 3.35m, with a total area of 42.41m². The billboard is double sided and fronts the Mt Lindesay Highway. 

The application has been referred to the Department of Transport and Main Roads under Section 43 of the Transport Infrastructure Act 1994 based on the potential impact of the proposal on the state-controlled road network.  
Accordingly, it is recommended that this application be approved subject to conditions.
Site Description 
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The subject site is described as Lot 1 RP 192585 with an area of 8373.00m2 and is rectangular in shape (refer to figure 1). The premises is bounded by Brisbane Street (Mount Lindesay Highway) to the east, adjoining acerage properties to the north and south, and Anders Road to the east.

Description of Proposal

The proposed development is for a billboard 12.66m x 3.35m, with a total area of 42.41m². The billboard is double sided and fronts the Mt Lindesay Highway.
