Arranging The Funeral

The responsibility of the Funeral Director is to help each family navigate through the funeral
process. At the funeral arrangement meeting you will be taken through various options
such as: location of cemetery or crematorium, casket or coffin selection, floral tributes,
visual presentations, funeral stationery and refreshments. You will also complete personal
information about the deceased to provide to the Department of Births, Deaths and
Marriages for preparation of the final Death Certificate.

Communication at a very early stage between the Funeral Director and the Minister or
Celebrant to confirm time and place suitable for all is of paramount importance. Please
speak with the Funeral Director about time and date availabilities before speaking with the
Minister or Celebrant.

After those funeral details are in place, you will be better positioned to meet with the Minister
or Celebrant. You can then focus your attention on the details of the service and how you
would like your loved one to be remembered.
