CLUBS & CENTRES
Player numbers are still at critical lows.  Clubs rely upon participation for their viability 
and, in turn, centres rely upon viable clubs.

I have completed an informal census of squash centres and players in our region.  
Thank you to all those who provided information, which can be summarised:

Too many Clubs and Centres are disengaged from Q Squash which has lead to the  
dismantling of Clubs, and unaffiliated players, centres and clubs.  Q Squash records  
show that less than 350 players ; therefore, those unaffiliated players do  are affiliated
not enjoy any insurance cover under Q Squash.   

Centres and Clubs (if any) need more support: with marketing & promotion; competition 
& tournaments, and Junior development & participation.  Junior participation is at 
critical lows with little or no engagement between schools sports programs and cent es, r
or other regular coaching or competitions.
 

Squash Centres Facilities 
22 centres operate in the region.  The 
vast majority have been renovated to 
reduce the number of courts resulting 
in squash being a minor use in the 
centres. 

A range varies from 1 to 8 courts, gym, 
group fitness, function/meeting 
rooms, pool, allied health tenancies, 
bowling, skating, shop & café.  Few 
affiliated.

Associated Clubs Coaching 
Only the major centres in Cairns, 
Townsville, Mackay and Ingham have 
associated clubs.  Otherwise events 
are simply organised by passionate 
older players.

Apart form the major centres, only a 
few centres offered coaching for 
seniors and juniors.  Often provided by 
coaches with low or no formal 
qualification.

Competitions Players 
Included weekly fixtures, ad hoc 
tournaments, international, club and 
junior championships (in the major 
centres), and social competitions.

Approximately 1400 comprising - 687 
regular players in organized 
competitions; Regular social 590 
members; and 148 Juniors.
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It is painfully obviously,  re-energise clubs, that we must all play our individual parts to
players and centres to increase and maintain participation, develop juniors, and 
reconcile clubs and centres.
 
RANKINGS 
Ranking   a very valuable and positive reinforcement, and reward for players s are
dedicated to the pathway.  Our selection committee is busily ensuring timely ranking 
publication.  

The chair, Alec MacDonald, will now take up his role as a Q Squash Selector.  Thank  
you to Lucas N ls n for his conscientious effort in his term as state selector; made ie e
even more difficult by the nature of the role balanced with study and work 
commitments.

In an effort to recognise more NR juniors 
we have  system of revised our
performance recognition.  From now on 
every placegetter (1-2-3) will be 
recognised.  Each winner of an aged 
event will be listed in the Achievement category 
and every  will be listed in the player who finishes second or third
Encouragement category. 

Once a player has won an event they will be elevated and listed in the Achievement 
category even if they finish runner up in other events.  If players are equal or third 
they will be listed in alphabetical order.

Players receive  points for winning a qualifier,  points for winning 3 6 a 
Queensland 9 State title and  points for winning a National title (AJO & AJC).  
Players will receive  point  for finishing runner up in a qualifier,  points for 2 s 4
runner up in a State final and  points for runner up in a National final. 6 Players 
will receive  point for finishing  in a qualifier,  points for  in a State 1 third 2 third
final and  points for  in a National .3 third event   U19 Players will also receive 1 
bonus point for each result because they cannot enter 2 events. 

Even though the Ingham qualifier was played in October 201  it is still a 201  qualifier 7 8
so the results from that event will contribute to the 201  NR Player of the Year 8
Award.  A 201  qualifier played in 201  will not be included.9 8

The player who accumulates the most points will be declared the Player of the Year.  
There will be joint winners if 2 players finish on the same number of points.  The aim 
of the points system is to automate the selection and player results determine the 
outcome.  The system is also designed to encourage players to support all events in 
their quest to accumulate points.

If an event is combined eg U17 and U19 Combined then it will be analysed to ensure 
points are allocated to both U17 and U19.  A direct match up of the best two players in 
an age group will determine the winner of that age group.  Otherwise the highest 
finishing position in an age group will receive the maximum points.  To be awarded 
points there must be at least two players competing in an age group.

A player can only enter up to 2 events so they can only be rewarded with 2 results.  
An U9 player who might win a combined event eg  can U9, U11 and U13 Combined
only be rewarded for the U13 victory and their own age group U9 providing there are 
two U9 players competing re is one .  If the   only player in U9 they will earn points for 
U13 only   If there was one player in U9 and one in U11 they will still only be rewarded .
for their efforts in U13.
