Fresh plea over food fight

Traders face $500 fine if caught selling wares without a permit  

MARIBYRNONG Council is facing 
a growing backlash from the 
community and within its own 
ranks over forcing popular street 
grocers out of Footscray under a 
crackdown described as ripping the 
“heart and soul” out of the area.

The Leader reported online last 
week that the council had come 
under fire for cracking down on 
traders (pictured right) who sell 
items on any council-owned 
footpath, road or land without its 
permission. The dozens of grocers, 

who line Leeds St between the 
Barkly and Byron streets, will now 
cop a $500 fine, with their goods 
impounded if caught out. Street traders were made aware

of the ban, effective as of June 1, 
through a street notice board 
directed at itinerant traders, which 
states council officers will patrol 
the Footscray CBD daily to ensure 
compliance. The tough stance has 
sparked outrage on social media, 
with residents saying the council 
are targeting elderly people trying 

to make a living. Councillor Mia 
McGregor said her colleagues were 
not made aware of the decision and 
she had raised the issue with the 
chief executive.“All the operational things 

(within the big picture policy that 
council sets) are the domain of 
officers. Unfortunately those 
officers aren’t always best placed to 
determine if a decision might be 
significant in impacting on the 
culture of the organisation, is out of 
synch with community values or is 

politically sensitive,” she posted on 
Facebook.

Produce buyer Mark Chu said 
the culturally-diverse street 
market was the heart and soul of 
the Footscray community. But Maribyrnong planning 

services director Nigel Higgins said 
the council’s response resulted 
from concerns raised by traders 
over the blocking of footpaths and 
was a breach of local laws. Itinerant trader permits costs 

about $31.

project in her term of office”.  Cr Clarke said the council did not have a fully completed planning permit application to advertise and did not have a formal offer to purchase the land. 
“I urge residents to have a good hard look at this application which would have a dramatic impact on the environment,” he said.“Equally, it’s critically importantwe get a fire station in Plenty built.”Dozens of mature trees will be 

lost as part of the project, Cr Clarke said. 
Cr Grant Brooker contacted theLeader to say Ms Green’s comments were an “obvious attempt to direct all attention away from her own responsibility” and he was disappointed at her actions. The Labor Government promised $1.4 million to rebuild the Plenty CFA station during the 2014 state election campaign and another $500,000 was allocated in the following year’s budget, as reported by the Leader.

The Labor Government promised $1.4 million to rebuild the Plenty CFA station during the 2014 state election campaign and another $500,000 was allocated in the following year’s budget, as reported by the Leader.

Burglar caught in act after brave girl hides, calls 000

A COURAGEOUS 10-year-old girl’s call to 000 has revealed her terror as she hid in a cupboard while home alone as a crazed burglar ransacked the house. 
Kate Luong’s family was out forhalf an hour getting dinner when a man used a brick to smash the window of their Springvale property.

The brave St Anthony’s Primarystudent locked herself in a bedroom wardrobe about 5.30pm on May 31, and stayed on the phone with the emergency call operator as police arrived within minutes to arrest the armed crook.
On the call, Kate can be heard whispering: “They’re in the house, they broke the glass door. Please come quick.”
Speaking to the Leader last week,Kate said she was scared and “crying a lot”, but was still able to provide crucial information to the operator. 

“I heard noises coming from thebackyard, I picked up the curtain 

and I saw a man,” she said. “I went to lock the door and then I went and hid in the closet.”
Her proud 19-year-old brother Mike said a combination of their family’s teaching and crime TV shows had taught Kate what to do during the terrifying incident.He said they had lived in their Buckingham Ave property for about a year, but were planning to move as a result of the break-in.Dandenong crime investigationunit detective Senior Constable Steve Woodhouse said it was Kate’s quick thinking and bravery that lead to the quick arrest of the offender. “Calling 000 in an emergency is such an important lesson to teach children. It’s a lesson that can never begin too early,” he said.

Emergency Services 
Telecommunications Authority spokesman Tim Madigan said Kate’s ability to stay calm in a situation that would rattle most adults was “a shining example of how to call 000 in an emergency”.A 46-year-old Springvale man has been remanded to face court later this month.

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Parking ‘cash grab’ Suzanne Hewitt Anger over plan to roll-out  meters at Macleod shopping strip
A QUAINT suburban shopping strip could be turned into a ghost town if Banyule Council line the streets with paid parking meters, traders have warned. 

Business owners fear the move could kill business at the Macleod Shopping Village if shoppers were forced to pay for parking. 
The Macleod Traders’ Association was due to meet council officers today (Tuesday) to 

oppose the plan, while the Sustainable Macleod group has started a petition against it.The council is looking at putting290 paid parking meters for a maximum of $3 per day around train stations throughout Banyule.Banyule United Residents’ Group spokeswoman, Sonja Terpstra, said it was a “cash grab” to add to the council’s fee coffers to offset debts but not improve 

services. Commuters would just move to unmetered residential streets, she said.
 Macleod Village Shopping Centre spokeswoman Heidi Crundwell believes the plan could make residents think twice about shopping locally.  Sustainable Macleod spokeswoman, Robin Gale-Baker, said it would discourage people from driving to the station to use public transport.

Banyule Mayor Mark Di Pasquale said the proposal for paid parking resulted from the council “receiving several concerns over time about the lack of parking around the Macleod shops and train station including heavy use of all-day parking areas”.

HOMEOWNERS in a suburban Bulleen street are fighting to save a park they fear will be bulldozed as part of the North East Link project.Spokesman John Smith last week presented a petition to the project authority to save Koonung Creek Trail, which sits between the Eastern Freeway and Estelle St homes.  Park users are worried it will make way for widening of the Eastern Freeway.
Mr Smith, who has lived in Estelle St for 32 years, said about 90 per cent of homeowners had signed his petition which he had taken to Roads Minister Luke Donnellan and the North East Link Authority.“We’re asking the North East Link to reconsider their alignment because at the moment it appears we stand to lose our small park,” he said.  “There’s huge parkland on the North Balwyn side so I would think they should be able to keep our 25m of parkland and move the road across the other side.”He said the park was popular with homeowners.  “People walk their dogs, practise their soccer and 

ball skills, all sorts of things. We’ve got a mixture of families and older residents who’ve been here about 45 years,” Mr Smith said.
North East Link Authority chiefexecutive Duncan Elliott said authority staff had met Estelle St homeowners and would keep them updated on the project’s progress.“Koonung Creek Trail is likely tobe realigned and once work is finished, the path will be upgraded,” he said. 

“It’s expected we will need to move (the park) a little, so we are working on exactly how the whole path will be changed and upgraded at the moment.  Across the project we will be building new paths and upgrading existing paths.”The formal land acquisition process cannot start until after the environmental effects and planning approvals process, which is expected to happen in late 2019.Mr Donnellan said the Government knew “how important open space is for people”.
“Which is why plans are being refined across the project to minimise impact from construction as much as possible,” he said.

HOMEOWNERS in a suburban Bulleen street are fighting to save a park they fear will be bulldozed as part of the North East Link project.Spokesman John Smith last week presented a petition to the project authority to save Koonung Creek Trail, which sits between the Eastern Freeway and Estelle St homes.  Park users are worried it will make way for widening of the Eastern Freeway.
Mr Smith, who has lived in Estelle St for 32 years, said about 90 per cent of homeowners had signed his petition which he had taken to Roads Minister Luke Donnellan and the North East Link Authority.“We’re asking the North East Link to reconsider their alignment because at the moment it appears we stand to lose our small park,” he said.  “There’s huge parkland on the North Balwyn side so I would think they should be able to keep our 25m of parkland and move the road across the other side.”He said the park was popular with homeowners.  “People walk their dogs, practise their soccer and 

ball skills, all sorts of things. We’ve got a mixture of families and older residents who’ve been here about 45 years,” Mr Smith said.
North East Link Authority chiefexecutive Duncan Elliott said authority staff had met Estelle St homeowners and would keep them updated on the project’s progress.“Koonung Creek Trail is likely tobe realigned and once work is finished, the path will be upgraded,” he said. 

“It’s expected we will need to move (the park) a little, so we are working on exactly how the whole path will be changed and upgraded at the moment.  Across the project we will be building new paths and upgrading existing paths.”The formal land acquisition process cannot start until after the environmental effects and planning approvals process, which is expected to happen in late 2019.Mr Donnellan said the Government knew “how important open space is for people”.
“Which is why plans are being refined across the project to minimise impact from construction as much as possible,” he said.

Refugees making positive impact to the west 

HUNDREDS of asylum seekers who have narrowly escaped death among life-threatening waters are living, working and studying in Melbourne’s west.  Speaking on the eve of this week’s RefugeeWeek, Victoria University student Ghanieh Daghagheleh said she fled Iran in 2013, jumping on a boat bound for Australian shores with her parents and three younger siblings. Only 17 at the time, Ms Daghagheleh did not know if she or her family would make it to Australia alive. 
But like many others, the Daghagheleh family faced the stark predicament — stay and risk death in Iran or flee and run the risk of death at sea for a chance at a better life. “It was very scary and the most challengingexperience of my life,” Ms Daghagheleh said. “There was a 50-50 chance of getting thereor drowning and dying in the ocean.“But we had to leave; it wasn’t safe in Irananymore.” 

It took six months for the family to arrive safely in Australia. 
This period was spent in detention centresacross Indonesia, Christmas Island and Darwin. 

Days in detention were mainly filled with English classes. 
Detainees had no access to phones and computer use was limited to just 30 minutes a day in an internet room. 

It was in an art class where Ms Daghaghelehexperienced racism for the first time. 

“I remember drawing a heart and writing ‘Ilove AUS’ inside … the teacher said ‘you’re not an Australian citizen, you shouldn’t have drawn that’,” she said.
According to Refugee Council statistics, 1389 people were in Australian detention facilities on March 31 of this year. Figures show 335 of those people were asylum seekers who arrived by boat. The average time spent in detention centres was 826 days. 

Victoria University Polytechnic has 113 students with an asylum seeker background — the highest number studying at any tertiary institution in the state. 
Vocational education vice-president GrantDreher said the university was proud to support students from diverse backgrounds achieve their career goals. 

“Education and training provide opportunities for asylum seekers to engage with their community, contribute to the economic growth of Australia, communicate better and begin to rebuild their lives,” he said. 
Ms Daghagheleh began her Australian education on a scholarship at Victoria University in Footscray.

She is thriving in a Bachelor Nursing/Midwifery course, with hopes of entering a career in medicine in the future. The 22-year-old says she couldn’t be happier.

He was unfazed by the graffiti, saying it was “the best thing that’s ever happened” as it raised awareness of the club’s plight. “I don’t disagree with the councilbuilding new soccer and football facilities, but we do disagree with them throwing us out,’’ he said. “There has to be other ways to include us and keep us here. We have been here for 60 years and we want to stay.”
The club has started 

campaigning to win the support of neighbours and will petition the council against its plans.
In a statement, Mayor Nora Lamont confirmed the council was “working with the Croydon Light Harness Club to identify relocation opportunities”.

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Jail time for uni predatorPaul Shapiro Sex offender found guilty of grooming teenagers online
A FORMER Deakin University employee who used Instagram to indecently communicate with a 13-year-old boy will spend less than a year behind bars.

David Botting also pleaded guiltyto procuring a person believed to be under 16 for sexual activity, after messaging an undercover police officer, who he believed was a 14-year-old boy, on Facebook.He was convicted and sentenced

in the Victorian County Court after pleading guilty to the two charges. Botting met a 12-year-old boy who was on a school excursion to the university’s Burwood campus in 2016. Botting, who worked full-time at the university as a technical director and manager of the Deakin Broadcast Studio but has since resigned, gave the victim his Instagram username.
The pair messaged each other for

almost two months after becoming Instagram friends.
The court heard last month Botting drove the conversation towards that of a “sexual nature”.The messages ended when the victim’s mother contacted police.On March 25, 2017, an undercover police officer posing as 14-year-old boy sent Botting a friend request via Facebook, which he accepted. 

Botting arranged to meet who hebelieved was a 14-year-old boy at Hawthorn McDonald’s. 
He was arrested but denied he had gone to the McDonald’s to engage in sexual activity — telling police he felt he was “ripped off” and “set up”.

He later admitted to messaging his victim with “one of those conversations I knew I shouldn’t have had at the time”.

The boy outlined in his victim impact statement how the offending made him feel “embarrassed” while hoping “it would go away”.
Judge Susan Pullen described Botting’s offending as “most serious and disturbing”.
Botting was convicted and sentenced to 24 months’ jail, 15 of them wholly suspended. He will undertake a Recognisance Release Order and possibly attend a sex offender program on his release.

what suburb he lives in.Self-employed lawyer Gino Potenza 

has avoided talking to the Leader on 
multiple occasions, saying all questions 
and interviews needed to be checked and 
signed off by the Liberals’ state 
campaign team.Mr Potenza was approached three 

times by the Leader during a rally at the 
Buckley St level crossing on June 3 but

I’m a new candidate and I 
have a certain protocol ascribed to me 

and that includes that if I’ve got an 
interview I’ve got to seek permission. I’m 
happy to do that.”When asked if he was being gagged by

the party, Mr Potenza said before 
abruptly hanging up: “No, no, no one 
gags a lawyer. But there’s protocols 
that’s all and I’ve just got to respect 
them. I’m not going to (answer 
questions).”Essendon state Labor MP Danny 

Pearson said “people who stand for an 
electorate should make themselves 
available to answer questions”.

Wall Bk, who recently sold his Scarlett St house, posted on Facebook that it was time to move the airport. “I hope (this) tragic accident will be good reason to be able to relocate the airport to somewhere else away from the residential area,” he posted.The crash was the second in the

area this decade with two people walking from the wreckage of their Cessna after it plummeted into the backyard of a house on the corner of Scarlett St and Lower Dandenong Rd on August 7, 2010.  Early that year a 72-year-old pilotwas trying to land at Moorabbin when the plane clipped trees and landed at nearby Capital Golf Club.  And a trainee pilot died in August 2008, when his plane crashed, narrowly missing Cheltenham East Primary School.

of a crash was in the back of his mind “every time (planes) fly over”. “There are a lot of beautiful young families in this street and many would now be thinking about moving,” he said.
David Trotter who lives just metres from the crash site said the area had changed dramatically since the airport was built and the number of beginner pilots training at the airport should be restricted. 

“When they built that airport, there were no homes here, the suburb of Dingley didn’t exist,” he said.  Wall Bk, who recently sold his Scarlett St house, posted on Facebook that it was time to move the airport. “I hope (this) tragic accident will be good reason to be able to relocate the airport to somewhere else away from the residential area,” he posted.The crash was the second in the

area this decade with two people walking from the wreckage of their Cessna after it plummeted into the backyard of a house on the corner of Scarlett St and Lower Dandenong Rd on August 7, 2010.  Early that year a 72-year-old pilotwas trying to land at Moorabbin when the plane clipped trees and landed at nearby Capital Golf Club.  And a trainee pilot died in August 2008, when his plane crashed, narrowly missing Cheltenham East Primary School.

“At the end of the day, although

five years is a good period, we’d be 
looking in the short to medium 
term to put this matter to bed,” Mr 
Roberts said.He described the university’s 

decision as a “significant shift” 
from its previous “hard ball” 
tactics but said the five-year term 
still left negotiations open. “It just means in three or four 

years’ time whoever is at the club 

or the university will be going 
through the same thing again,” he 
said.

University spokesman Tim 
Mitchell said the offer would be 
based on the existing rental payment and also include conditions to manage waterways 

and other natural bushlands on the 
site. The university had originally 
chosen not to renew the lease in 

2015 and the club launched a 
campaign to save the 60-year-old 
course.

Strathallan Golf Course was 
founded in 1957 on land formerly 
used by the Larundel mental 
asylum.

It was not the first time the storehad been robbed. Mr Lin said he was scared the boy’s accomplices could return. “Maybe something will happen again, we’re an easy target,” Mr Lin said.
After the attack the family spent$2000 on 16 security cameras to cover every inch of the store.Darebin Criminal InvestigationUnit acting detective Senior 

Sergeant Steve Evans said the owners were within their rights to restrain the individual but the public should never underestimate the power of observation.
“Our advice in general would beto observe but not to interfere,” Sen-Sgt Evans said. “Don’t underestimate the observations and how much they can help us.”Mr Lin’s family moved to 

Melbourne from China in 2004 and he said it was the promise of safety and peace that lured them here.“That was a long time ago, that’schanged now,” Mr Lin said.Mr Lin thanked the communityfor the support they showed with cards, flowers, and kind words.The 17-year-old teen who was restrained by the pair was charged with assault and robbery offences.Know something? A FORMER Deakin University employee who used Instagram to indecently communicate with a 13-year-old boy will spend less than a year behind bars.
David Botting also pleaded guiltyto procuring a person believed to be under 16 for sexual activity, after messaging an undercover police officer, who he believed was a 14-year-old boy, on Facebook.He was convicted and sentencedin the Victorian County Court after pleading guilty to the two charges. Botting met a 12-year-old boy who was on a school excursion to the university’s Burwood campus in 2016.

Botting, who was full-time at theuniversity as a technical director and manager of the Deakin Broadcast Studio but has since resigned, gave the victim his Instagram username.
The pair messaged each other foralmost two months after becoming Instagram friends.
The court heard last month Botting drove the conversation towards that of a “sexual nature”.The messages ended when the 
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Offender found guilty of online grooming 
victim’s mother contacted police.On March 25, 2017, an undercover police officer posing as 14-year-old boy sent Botting a friend request via Facebook, which he accepted. 

Botting arranged to meet who hebelieved was a 14-year-old boy at Hawthorn McDonald’s. 
He was arrested but denied he had gone to the McDonald’s to engage in sexual activity — telling police he felt he was “ripped off” and “set up”.

He later admitted to messaging his victim with “one of those conversations I knew I shouldn’t have had at the time”.
The boy outlined in his victim impact statement how the offending made him feel “embarrassed” while hoping “it would go away”.

Judge Susan Pullen described Botting’s offending as “most serious and disturbing”.
Botting was convicted and sentenced to 24 months’ jail, 15 of them wholly suspended. 
He will undertake a 

Recognisance Release Order and possibly attend a sex offender program on his release.

Woolworths develops plan to move mob

WOOLWORTHS has committed to returning a mob of kangaroos stranded in a Mernda paddock to their home.
Woolworths regional development manager Don Foulds said the company was working with a consultant to ensure a plan to relocate the mob to Plenty Gorge was finalised.

It is hoped the plan will be signedoff in about two weeks.
About 40 kangaroos have been trapped on the Woolworths-owned land near the corner of Plenty and Bridge Inn roads since Easter.The announcement comes aftertwo months of campaigning by wildlife volunteers and reports by Whittlesea Leader on the precariousfuture of the trapped mob.Wildlife campaigner Krysti Severi said the decision followed positive discussions between campaigners, Woolworths, Whittlesea Council, Department of Environment, Land, Water and Planning, LXRA and Parks Victoria.

“I’m not going to be breaking outthe champagne until the last 

kangaroo has been taken home but this is very good news,” Ms Severi said.
It is not yet known if officials willaccept a proposal by campaigners to sedate and relocate the mob at the cost of $100.

While risks were minimal because the mob would return to land they had already inhabited, relocation could take six to eight weeks depending on the reaction of the mob, weather and nearby development work, Ms Severi said.It was crucial the relocation is complete before the nearby Merndarail extension opens in September.Department of Environment, Land, Water and Planning environmental compliance regional manager Brian Wearne said the department was “actively working on the situation”.
