Our 
sisters around the world—from Mada-
gascar to Trinidad to Ukraine—long to 
be in college, but without our help they 
won’t be in a classroom this fall.

This July GC Women’s Scholarships 
helped 29 women go back to school—
women from Barbados, Italy, Sudan 
and 10 more countries—outstanding 
women such as: 

Olivia from Jamaica, who 
graduated cum laude from 
college and is now studying 
medicine in Mexico. Her goal 

is to be a medical missionary.
