Tank is clearly labelled with fuel type and capacity

Fire extinguishers are present, accessible and in date*

Area around the tank is free from trip hazards, rubbish and obstructions

Dry vegetation and ignition sources are kept clear of the tank

Spill kits are available and fully stocked
