
Naplan Online  
 
In 2020, our Year 3 and Year 5 students will complete their NAPLAN tests online. Mrs Catherine Antonio is our 
schoolôs NAPLAN Online Coordinator and as Principal, I am responsible to oversee our schoolôs transition to 
NAPLAN online. 
 
NAPLAN tests the sorts of skills that are essential for every child to progress through school and life, such as     
reading, writing, spelling, grammar and numeracy.  It is important to remember that NAPLAN is not about passing or 
failing, but about assessing learning progress.  At the classroom level, it is one of a number of important tools used 
by teachers to measure student progress.  
 
Nathan Waters, our IT Technician at St Maryôs, will provide the technical support required to successfully transition 
our school to the online platform. All teaching staff will undertake training over the following weeks, in order to best 
support all students to transition to this new online platform.

Our Year 2, 4 and 6 students will be participating in the NAPLAN Online School Readiness Test during the last 
week of this term.  During this time, we will be able to see how the children progress through the online tests.   
 
Students at our school begin developing their computer skills from Prep.  Embedded in our Digital Technology 
Curriculum are core skills that the children obtain.  These skills will assist the children to be able to successfully 
complete the online assessments once they reach Year 3 and 5.
