Using the image of “drinking
continually” (v. 16), “the day of
the Loro” refers to coming
judgment upon Edom and the
nations but salvation for God’s

Using an image of battle, “the
day of the Loro” refers to the
judgment of Babylon and
promises terror and wrath
(see 2:12; 34:8) Jer 46:10

devouring sword, “the day of
the Lord Gop of hosts” refers to
the judgment of Egypt and
promises the Lord's
vengeance

False prophets have not
