GENERAL PROBLEMS WITH TV SET

Many minor issues can be resolved by hard ressetting, power cycling the unit or
upgrading the firmware.

- Remove any obstructions between remote and IR sensor.

- Make sure the power cord to your TV is turned on and plugged in.

IMAGE IS NOT CENTRED IN THE SCREEN
- Adjust the horizontal and vertical position.
