After winning the toss, Stefan Lanzoni made a bright start, however, we lost wickets quite 
regularly and our biggest partnership all innings was 31 between Stefan Lanzoni and Christian 
Leddicoat. The bowling from the Westminster boys was very good, but some poor shot selection at 
times meant that it was a struggle to reach 131 on a very good batting wicket. Stefan was excellent 
and his 47 would turn out to be a match-winning innings. Adi Dave gave us some good momentum 
towards the end of the innings too. 
  
In reply, Joel Size was outstanding in every facet. He bowled quickly and accurately and took 4 
wickets in his opening spell which put Westminster right onto the back foot. All of the other bowlers 
generally did their jobs in keeping the run rate down and Riley Slack was excellent when introduced 
later in the innings, taking a well earnt 3/13 to finish off the match. To take all ten wickets against 
this Westminster side was very pleasing.

A couple of smaller 
contributions from Christian Leddicoat and Jake Slivak allowed us to reach 5/215 at the end of our 
40 overs. Sam Rahaley and Adi Dave were impressive and instrumental in us reaching 215. Kyle

their maximum eight overs.
